What does it mean to be an active Catholic? Those seeking to celebrate Marriage, have children baptized, or have a letter signed 
to serve as sponsors for Confirmation or Baptism should be parishioners and active, practicing Catholics. To be considered 
active, one must have been registered in the parish for at least three months, attend Mass regularly, and be 
committed to a stewardship of time, talent, and treasure. We encourage all parishioners to become active in one of the 
parish organizations.   
 

In a community as large as Our Lady of Hope, our most effective means of verifying active participation is through the use of parish 
offertory envelopes or electronic giving, such as Faith Direct. If you choose not to participate in the support of the parish, or are 
unable to contribute at this time, please note your prayerful support on your envelope and place it in the weekly offertory. We will 
then be aware of your continued participation, and you will not be noted as "inactive" on our parish roster.

Baptism & Baptism Class: Baptisms are held on Sundays at 
1:30 p.m. The baptism class for parents is held one Saturday 
a month at 11:00 a.m. Please call the Parish Secretary to  
pre-register for the next available class. 
Sacrament of Matrimony: In accordance with the regulations 
of the  Bishop of Arlington, couples must contact a priest and 
begin preparation at least six months prior to the wedding. 
Parish registration and active participation for a minimum of 
three months is required before preparation may begin. 
Couples who are living together will be asked to live separately 
during the preparation time as living together before marriage 
is sinful and harmful to the future marriage. 

First Communion: For Children: Generally, First Communion 
is received when a child is in second grade. Preparation for 
First Communion is a two year process, and students must 
complete both first and second grade classes before 
receiving Holy Communion. Please contact the Religious 
Education Office with questions. 
  
Sacramental Preparation for Adults (RCIA): Adults who wish 
to receive Baptism, First Communion, and/or Confirmation are 
invited to attend the Inquiry Class on Thursday evenings. 
Please contact the Parish Secretary or visit the website to 
register.

Dear Parishioners of Our Lady of Hope, 
 
As we celebrate World Day of the Poor this Sunday, I 
express my ongoing gratitude for your generosity to 
the needy through various activities sponsored by our 
parish organizations. These are concrete ways for us 
to live the Lord’s teaching that “whatever you did for 
one of these least brothers of mine, you did for 
me.” (Matt. 25:40)  We serve the needy because we 
are disciples of the Master who identified himself 
with them. And because He identified himself with 
them, we know that when we serve anyone in need, 
we serve the Lord. Yes, we have tangible contact with 
Christ present in our brother or sister. 
 
In an effort to expand our ability to serve those in 
need, this World Day of the Poor is an opportune time 
to inform you of a change in the use of monies col-
lected in the poor box. Until now, as many of you 
know, there has been a designated beneficiary of the 
poor box announced weekly. These were limited to 
Birthright, the Little Sisters of the Poor, the Poor 
Clares, and the Red Cloud Indian School of South Da-
kota. While all are worthy, it is my view, as well as that 
of the members of the Finance Council, that a select 
group of institutions or religious communities should 
not have a special claim on our poor box.  Parishion-
ers are free to donate to them directly at any time as 
they see fit. We do however have a responsibility,
